Birth Certificate:

A birth certificate can be used to prove your identity and to get a passport. You can
request a birth certificate at the fair if you were born in Los Angeles County. If you
were born outside of Los Angeles County, you will not be able to request a birth
certificate at the fair.

To get a birth certificate, you will need to:

e Complete an application with the applicant’s full name, birth date, and
your relationship to the person

¢ Sign a penalty of perjury statement

Social Security Card:
A Social Security number is used to get a job, collect Social Security benefits, and

receive other government services (although you do not usually need to show your
Social Security card).

To get a Social Security card, you will need to:

e Complete and sign an application with the applicant’s full name,
birth date, place of birth, and contact information

e Show the applicant’s school photo ID, California ID, or health CQ)
